DECLARES ART. 1 SUMMARY 
 

The call for applications is hereby published for the participation in “Erasmus+ Blended Intensive 
Program (BIP)” Linguistic diversity, intercultural competencies & European identity. (Erasmus 
Beneficiary Module course code: 2024-1-ES01-KA131-HED-000222874-1) organized by the 
Universitas Rovira i Virgili (URV), the Università degli Studi “Federico II” (UNINA) and the 
Universität Innsbruck (UIBK). 

BIPs are short-term Intensive Study Programs, which include in-person and online attendance. This 
program will focus on exploring and learning about European linguistic diversity and European 
identity interaction by providing a forum for plurilingualism-inspired pedagogical approaches to 
come forward. 

 
The program is addressed to students from the Università degli Studi Di Napoli Federico II
